INSTRUCTIONS

1.  REPORTING ON LOCATION OF ASSIGNMENT - 

A. All units are to report on location of assignment promptly at times indicated.

The Location O.I.C. will be responsible to notify the Command Center when all units have reported.

No units shall be dismissed from the detail without permission from their Zone Commander.

Personnel assigned the Detail will be paid actual driving time to and from the Track if not offered housing.  If housing is offered and declined, then no more than 30 minutes driving time will be allowed.

Personnel will be staying at the Indiana Law Enforcement Training Academy, I-70 at SR 267, Plainfield, Indiana.  Units living within Marion County will be paid no more than 30 minutes driving time to and from the Track.  

2.  INCIDENT REPORT - 

A. The identified O.I.C. (or first name on detail list) will be in charge of the detail and responsible for entire operation of detail.  This person will be responsible for forwarding to the appropriate Zone Commander, not later than five (5) days following the detail, a Supplemental Incident Report covering each day of Qualifications and Race Day, containing the following information.

(1) Location by number and zone.

(2) List each unit assigned to the location by name, P.E., time spent on detail and travel time.

(3) Heavy traffic flow times at location.

(4) Comment on how location operated.

(5) Any persons arrested by personnel on your detail and charges.

(6) Any recommendations you feel will improve the operation of this location.  Use diagram if needed.

    B.  The Zone Commander will forward incident reports to Captain Carlos Pettiford, Central                                                                                                   Field Operations, 8500 E. 21st Street, Indianapolis 46219, as well as provide after action      

input on their incident report (see Page 8).

3. OPERATIONAL PROCEDURES – 

A. Follow instructions for your assignment as set forth in this manual unless changed by

     Command Center.  Keep Command Center notified of any conditions that might affect   


other elements of the traffic control pattern.                                

B. Familiarize yourself with adjoining locations to understand where your location fits into the overall pattern of traffic flow.

C.
Obtain permission from Zone Commander before leaving location without manpower.
D.
Maintain radio contact at all times, both while on location and when your location 

      is secured once the traffic is in the Track.

E. O.I.C.’s shall prevent unnecessary idling of commissions in order to conserve fuel.  Only those commissions vital to the location shall be authorized to idle.

F.
In the event of commission failure, garage mechanics assigned to the detail shall be notified.  Contact Command Center for mechanic.

G. As much as possible, give preference to CABS, BUSES, and SPEEDWAY RESIDENTS.

H.
Become familiar with industry and Speedway passes so those persons displaying them may be properly routed with a minimum of confusion.  These passes are to our benefit in order that traffic heading for a specific point will be routed into a single traffic pattern.

I.
O.I.C.’s shall insure that assignment sheets are completed by the units assigned your location.  The vouchers will be furnished by the Zone Commander.  These must be completed and signed for each day on the detail in order to assure per diem payment for the day worked if the unit qualifies.

J.
The Indiana Law Enforcement Training Academy will be made available for those units                   

      authorized housing prior to the detail.

K.  EOD and EOR personnel are identified in the Alphabetical Roster in the back of this

      manual.  Two (2) EOD vans will be used during Qualifications and Race, one at Gate #2 

      and the other at 25th and Meyers. 

4.  ZONE COMMANDER RESPONSIBILITIES –

  
A. Responsible to assure adequate personnel available at locations in the event of                                                               

           unexpected events.

B.  Shall notify Command Center if permission is granted for any location to close down.

C. Forward all Incident Reports to the Detail Commander by the 14th day after the conclusion of the detail with a cover letter after action report discussing all aspects of your zone.

      D.  Shall obtain from Location O.I.C. on the last day of the detail, assignment sheets and                       

            submit to Command Center at the conclusion of the detail.

E. Supervise each location to assure STRICT compliance with communications and operational procedures.

COMMUNICATION PROCEDURES – 800 MHZ PORTABLES

There will be three (3) operations available on this portable for the “500” Mile Race Detail.

1.
TRUNK OPERATION ‑ Fleet one (1) will operate in the trunking mode, transmitting to Indianapolis (District 52) and repeated to the field.  (This will be the normal operating position.)

2.
CONVENTIONAL 800 MHz REPEATER ‑ Fleet two (2) will be a back‑up repeater located in the Command Center to be used only if needed.

3. REPEATER TALK‑A‑ROUND ‑ Fleet three (3) is the standard talk‑a‑round channel.     

      Conversations on this Fleet will not key‑up either repeater and may be used for portable to      

      portable (Direct 1) if repeater is busy.

COMMUNICATIONS CHANNELS

Details 60, 61 and 62 should operate on special radio provided by I.M.S. or “52 SOPS 1”.   All other details should operate on “52 SOPS 2”.  The Detail 60 units who are assigned an after race detail should remember to switch radios to “52 SOPS 2”.

In trunking and repeater modes, be sure to press the push‑to‑talk switch and wait one second before talking.

OPERATIONS PLAN

Introduction

The Indiana Department of Transportation (INDOT) is developing an Advanced Traffic Management System (ATMS) encompassing the Greater Indianapolis Area.  When this system is fully implemented, traffic and weather sensors will feed real-time conditions to the Traffic Management Center (TMC).  When computers in this facility detect potential problems, alarms will be sent to nearby Hoosier Helper vehicles and traffic management center operators.  TMC operators will utilize closed-circuit television cameras to verify incidents and provide emergency service providers with detailed information regarding the specific problem detected.  Once a response effort has been started, traveler information will be provided to the news media and general public via Dynamic Message Signs (DMS), Highway Advisory Radio (HAR), alphanumeric pagers, and the internet to help divert traffic around the effected area and reduce the likelihood of more serious secondary crashes.  Although the traffic management system is just starting to be designed, there are certain elements of the system that are in operation.

This document outlines INDOT’s Traffic Management initiatives for the “500” Mile Race scheduled for May 26th, 2002.  Specifically, the following two (2) elements are discussed:

1. INDOT Staffing Plan

2. Communications coordination with the Indiana State Police and other emergency services agencies.

Hoosier Helpers

INDOT’s Hoosier Helpers are the front line defense in responding to non-recurrent congestion on the Interstate system in Marion County.  The Hoosier Helpers in their incident response vehicles have many capabilities to address potential situations that negatively impact traffic flow.  These situations include the removal of debris from the roadway, assisting disabled motorists, relocating vehicles involved in crashes from the travel lanes, and providing traffic control at emergency scenes.  Some of their equipment includes:  unleaded fuel, diesel fuel, traffic cones, flares, small & large vehicle jacks, tire irons (standard & metric), various handtools, water, push bumper, arrowboard, and more.  Hoosier Helper vehicles are classified as emergency vehicles under IC 9-21-20-1. 

TMC Operations Supervisor

The Traffic Management Center Operation Supervisor is responsible for managing telecommunications traffic between Hoosier Helper units and the traffic management center.  Requests for Hoosier Helper support from outside agencies can be routed through this individual.  The TMC Operations Supervisor is authorized to manipulate the traveler information devices controlled by the department’s automated traveler information system (ATIS).  The Traffic Operations Supervisor will either be located in the Indiana State Police command bus or Indianapolis Motor Speedway Command Center with remote connectivity to the ITS infrastructure.

ITS Operations Engineer

The ITS Operations Engineer is the director of all INDOT traffic management activities in the central Indiana region.  This individual will be the INDOT representative that is responsible for coordinating all elements of this special detail. 

INDOT will be running two shifts of Hoosier Helpers on race day.  Coverage during these two shifts will be from 6:00 AM to 7:00 PM on the day of the race.  There will be two Hoosier Helper vans in operation during each of the two shifts.  The primary coverage area of the Hoosier Helpers will be along I-465 from I-70 to 56th Street on the westside of Indianapolis.  The patrol areas can be manipulated at the discretion of the ITS Operations Engineer as needed.

Communications Coordination

The liaison for INDOT to facilitate coordination of the department’s efforts with that of the Indiana State Police will be Jay Wasson, ITS Operations Engineer.  As INDOT 800MHz unit number 38-1, he will monitor the District 52 DISP, 52 OPS 1, 52 OPS 2 and ITAG talkgroups. 

The TMC Operations Supervisor will handle the normal operations traffic.  Operating as INDOT COMMAND, this individual will monitor District 52 DISP, 52 OPS 1, 52 OPS 2 and ITAG talkgroups.  Any requests for Hoosier Helper assistance or traveler information device updates should be routed through this INDOT representative on 52-ITAG.  

EMERGENCY VEHICLE ROUTE

The Indianapolis Motor Speedway’s normal emergency vehicle route is from 10th Street to Polco Street to the Track.  

Extreme Emergency Response:  If an emergency is declared by IMS incident command, and movement of emergency vehicles is necessary (depending on severity of emergency), 16th Street from Track to Downtown will be restricted for emergency vehicles only.
