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The Office of Operations is pleased to announce the availability of the Managing Travel for Planned Special Events Handbook and supporting materials for facilitating the outreach and awareness of the handbook.  These documents provide an overview of the institutional, procedural, program and technical issues associated with managing travel for planned special events.  They emphasize the need to apply and integrate all possible solutions that benefit the safe and efficient management of travel for a single planned special event or a series of events occurring in a region.  

The Managing Travel for Planned Special Events Handbook is intended to be an introductory manual that provides guidance and recommended practices related to the proactive management of travel for planned special events.  This handbook leads practitioners step-by-step through all phases of managing travel for planned special events with recommends policies, regulations, planning and operations processes, impact mitigation strategies, equipment and personnel resources, and technology applications.  It bridges the gap between the state-of-the-practice and state-of-the-art in managing travel for planned special events by providing both: (1) a framework for establishing a stakeholder coordinated and integrated planned special event management practice and (2) innovative techniques for enhancing the efficiency and applicability of current agency event-specific plans.  It also represents the primary reference to Chapter 11, Planned Special Event Management, of the Freeway Management and Operations Handbook (FMOH). 

This handbook will be invaluable to the team of individuals that may be involved with, or responsible for decisions that are made and actions that may be taken during any phase of managing travel for  planned special events.  This audience may include transportation engineers, planners, transit providers, law enforcement officer, public safety personnel, and event organizers who are involved with these decision or actions related to policies, programs, advanced planning, stakeholder coordination, and management of day-of-event activities for planned special events.

The companion Presentation, Tri-Fold Brochure, Fact Sheet, and Frequently Asked Questions were developed to facilitate the outreach and awareness and disseminate the key messages of the handbook.  These products highlight the same aspects identified in the handbook, profile successful practices, identify the benefits, and encourage the utilization and integration of the concepts, methods, procedures, and techniques contained in the handbook into agencies programs and policies for effective travel management for planned special events
