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A conference call was held to discuss the progress made by PB Farradyne (PBF) on the TMC Pooled Funds Study (PFS) Recovery and Redundancy project. Agenda items include the Literature Review, the distributed questionnaire, and on-site interview status.

Literature Review
The literature search is complete and findings will be used for expanding the annotated outline.
Questionnaire
1. TMC PFS Member Questionnaire has been received back from five agencies to date. These agencies are Arizona DOT, PennDOT D10, TxDOT, VDOT SW Region, and VDOT NoVa Region.
On-site Interview
1. Of the 10 planned interviews, 5 are complete. These are Montgomery County, MD 911 Center, TRANSCOM, Mass TPKE, VDOT NoVa, and WSDOT NW Region.

2. PBF recommends cancelling an interview with the Kentucky Transportation Cabinet because of the lack of information to be gained and adding the Maryland CHART Statewide Center. This center has attributes that are not available with other centers visited or planned. This change was agreed to by all parties.

3. Of the remaining five, four are scheduled. These include Baton Rouge, Palm Beach, Atlanta, and Minneapolis. Maryland CHART will be scheduled as quickly as possible.

4. Ming-Shiun Lee summarized that a variety of TMCs are being interviewed, that PBF is on schedule, and progress is being made.
