OPPORTUNITY: Transportation Management Center (TMC) Pooled Fund Study Solicitation

The Federal Highway Administration is soliciting members for participation in the Transportation Management Center (TMC) Pooled Fund Study (PFS).  The TMC PFS serves as a forum to identify and address issues that are common among agencies that manage and operate TMCs and provides an opportunity for agencies to collectively take on those key issues and challenges.  The TMC PFS also provides an opportunity to facilitate the interaction, sharing of information, and successful practices with a broader audience to advance and improve upon the current state-of-the-practice related to the management, operation, and performance of TMCs.

To build off and leverage investments that the TMC PFS has made in previously completed and initiated projects, the members of the TMC PFS have identifies six critical initiatives and a corresponding series of projects that need to be pursued to develop the resources and tools agencies need to address and overcome the challenges they are facing and to improve and advance the current state-of-practice. In the previous years, fifteen projects have been initiated or completed based on available funds to address the needs of the participating members.  Currently, thirteen additional projects are proposed for consideration and selection as future TMC PFS projects.  Members of the TMC PFS will meet in June 8 and 9, 2004 to discuss and select the future projects.
